The wait has been long, but the 
Northwest Manufacturing 
Initiative (NWMI) is now 
underway.  In cooperation with 
the Manufacturing 21 Coalition 
and the Oregon Government 
Contracts Assistance Program, 
PNDC is now ready to start work 
on an important initiative aimed 
at improving the defense 
industry base here in the Pacific 
Northwest.  Thanks to the hard 
work of the Oregon and 
Washington congressional 
delegations, the $2.5M grant 
was included in the FY 2007 
Defense Appropriations bill as a 
means to encourage the growth 
of our industry.  Recipients 
include:  PNDC, the Oregon 
Manufacturing Extension 
Partnership, Portland State 
University and Worksystems, Inc.  
In the coming months, PNDC 
members will be eligible to apply 
for a number of grants to 
improve their operations.  While 
the details on these grants are 
still being finalized, here are a 
few of the benefits that PNDC 
members will enjoy:

SBIR/STTR grants provide funding to small and start 
up companies that have innovative ideas that they 
want to prove, develop, and ultimately 
commercialize.  The awards are made as grants or 
contracts, and do not have to be repaid and do not 
require the sacrifice of equity.  The Federal 
government even allows the small business to 
retain the intellectual property rights to their 
innovations.  For those interested in securing 
outside investors (angels, venture capitalists, 
others), SBIR/STTR provides early stage funding for 
the R&D risk of an innovative product which can be 
crucial in attracting outside investors to take the 
product to the marketplace (and will allow the 
small company to negotiate a better price for that 
outside investment because the R&D risk is 
eliminated by SBIR/STTR).
